1. Intent

Curriculum Vision
St. Anne (Stanley) is a school where we believe Music is vital in our school community, therefore, we strive to embed music into daily school life as part as our school culture. Music has a unique way of communicating that can inspire and motivate children.  It is a vehicle for personal expression and it can play an important role in the personal development of children. We believe that music should be accessible for every pupil in our school. Making music provides opportunities for physical, intellectual, imaginative and spiritual development.

Successful participation in music develops pupils’ self-esteem, confidence, well-being and learning skills.  It is an effective medium for self-expression and creativity. In our school, we believe music enhances co-operative working and promotes a strong sense of community.
Aims of subject
At St. Anne (Stanley) we aim to:

· Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians.

· To develop children’s skills, knowledge and understanding in performing, composing, listening and appraising as set out in the National Curriculum.

· Make singing central to our curriculum and school life. We want pupils to learn to sing and use their voices musically.

· To create and compose music on their own and with others, have opportunity to learn a musical instrument and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.

· Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, using the key elements of Music from Nursery to Year 6.
· Give pupils a variety of platforms for performance.
· Foster and build on relationships with parents, governors and the wider community.

· Ensure that the Music curriculum reflects the richness of our multi-cultural society.

School Values
In St Anne (Stanley) we aim to provide a caring, happy and safe environment in which the school values of Honesty, Friendship, Understanding, Hope, Confidence and Family are upheld and embedded across the curriculum. This means that in Music:

· We support each and every child to become confident in a variety of musical skills, independently throughout their school life and beyond. 
· We teach them to understand the importance of Music as a subject to enhance many interpersonal and social / wellbeing development. 
· We give them hope to strive for the best they can be and attain to their highest achievements. 
· We work together with family and friends to ensure we understand what we need to do to become confident, enthusiastic musicians and performers. 
2. Implementation
Planning and sequencing
At St. Anne (Stanley) we believe Music is a vital element of a fully enriched curriculum.  Fostering an appreciation and love of music from an early age helps to develop a life long journey into a world of music.  For this reason, we employ a full time music specialist to deliver a stimulating and enjoyable scheme of music throughout the school and wider curriculum.  Our vision is to combine excellence in teaching with enjoyment of learning.

We believe music should be an enjoyable and fun learning experience and encourage our children to participate in a variety of musical experiences through which we aim to build up the confidence of all our children.  Singing is a vital part of our music curriculum and our teaching focuses on developing children’s ability to sing in tune and time whilst working with other people.  Through singing, children learn about the structure and organisation of music while gaining an understanding of pitch / key, tempo / pulse and rhythm, plus various musical forms.

Foundation Stage

Music is taught in Foundation stage weekly by our Music Specialist and is an integral part of the topic work covered at this level. As the classes work through the national curriculum, we link musical songs and resources to the main topics covered at this level. 

The main long term focus of planning at this level is to help children “find there singing voices” and we are keen to develop this from nursery level. Reception take part in a weekly singing assemblies provided by the Music Specialist. Equipment such as batons and un tuned percussion are also used to develop rhythmic and timing skills.

 We believe at St Anne Stanley that singing provides a vital starting point in our pupil’s musical journey through life. With a strong emphasis on listening and responding we begin to nurture vital listening skills focussing key elements such as; pulse / tempo, pitch, dynamics and timbre. 

At foundation level we use aspects of the Music express scheme of work as well as planning lessons that link to our main topic area covered each term. We believe music contributes to a child’s personal and social development. Counting songs foster a child’s mathematical ability and songs from different cultures increase their knowledge and understanding of the world. In addition, songs with emphasis on rhythm and rhyme allow our pupils to develop key language skills.

Key Stage 1

Music at key stage 1 is delivered by our Music Specialist weekly. Singing is again at the heart of a fully enriched curriculum of work for pupils at this level. We continue to nurture singing and provide many opportunities for performance in school such as class assemblies and key stage 1 Christmas and Summer singing concerts. Key stage 1 also perform an Easter play every year. 

Year 1 and 2 also take part in a weekly singing assembly provided by the music specialist in school.

In accordance with the Music National Curriculum; Singing, performance, composing and appraising are at the centre of our philosophy when planning our curriculum. We emphasise key elements each term and teach pupils how to use these when performing and composing. Our key focus elements at this level are:

· Tempo (understanding and developing pulse and varied tempi)

· Dynamics (Understanding loud and soft and developing their uses)

· Pitch (Understanding changing pitch, key and tuning. An important focus for developing singing)

· Timbre (Understanding sounds including orchestral and cultural instruments. Plus, understanding sounds from the world around us.)

· Structure (understanding how music is structured. Very important for effective listening and composing, pupils are taught to understand the layout of popular music and basic orchestral structures)

At St Anne Stanley we are aiming to expand knowledge of music past and present and we aim to give the pupils an enriched curriculum providing opportunities for pupils to listen and appraise music from the “Great” composers of the past as well as contemporary composers.

Key Stage 2

Music at key stage 2 is delivered by our Music Specialist weekly. Singing continues to be at the heart of the curriculum of work for pupils at this level. We continue to nurture singing and provide many opportunities for performance in school such as class assemblies and key stage 2 Christmas and Summer singing concerts. Spring instrumental concert for all pupils learning instruments in and outside school.
Year 5 and 6 also take part in performances in church. Harvest Festival and termly Eucharist services give the pupils further opportunity for public singing. In addition, year 3 and 4 perform our school play at Christmas. 

In accordance with the Music National Curriculum; Singing, performance, composing and appraising are at the centre of our philosophy when planning our curriculum. Once again aspects of the Music Express are used within our scheme to develop the key elements from key stage 1, however, we have developed our own school music map and have expanded our topics to include cultural drumming (Samba and African Djembe) as well as Chinese music and Blues / Jazz / Rock and Roll. We believe these are key areas supporting the development key basic skills as well as supporting singing throughout. Important musical sociology is taught through these additional areas covered supporting children’s understanding of musical history and world culture.

Our Key areas of focus at key stage 2 are:

· Further development and using musical elements (tempo, pitch, dynamics, texture, structure, timbre)

· Basic skills (musical timing and pulse)

· Listening and appraising (learning how to listen in detail and respond effectively through movement and performance as well as questioning and formal responses)

· Singing (whole-school approach to a commitment to improving all pupils at every level)

· Historical and cultural understanding.

· Understanding various ensembles (Orchestra, rock bands, Jazz bands, cultural drumming, choirs)

· Reading rhythms and basic notation. 

· Reading and creating graphic scores.

· Composing effective music and soundscapes.

· Teamwork and group composition. (building social and collaborative / communication skills)

· Performing (solo or small / larger ensembles) 

· Self-appraisal and peer assessing (scrutinising their own work and assessment of others)

At St Anne Stanley we are aiming to expand knowledge of music past and present and we aim to give the pupils an enriched curriculum providing opportunities for pupils to listen and appraise music from the “Great” composers of the past as well as contemporary composers.

Inclusion

St Anne’s is committed to:

· Opposing all forms of discrimination – individual and institutional, direct and indirect.

· We are aware of different learning styles and the need to allow pupils to be able to work in their preferred learning styles for some of the time.

· We use materials for teaching which avoid stereo-typing, and bias, towards different groups in society.
· Maintaining and developing an inclusive culture where every individual feels valued and aspires to succeed.

At our school we teach Music to all children, whatever their ability.  Music forms part of the school curriculum policy to provide a broad and balanced education to all children. Through the teaching of Music, we provide learning opportunities that enable all pupils to make progress. We do this by setting suitable learning challenges and responding to each child’s different needs. Assessment against the National Curriculum allows us to consider each child’s attainment and progress against expected standards. We use a range of strategies to support pupils. A few of these, particularly relevant to Music are:

· The use of appropriate vocabulary at varying levels of difficulty during lessons

· Modified text passages as expected in other curriculum areas

· Careful use of support for pupils with English as an additional language
· Music Therapy
For our gifted and talented pupils we will expect:
· Teachers to provide teaching and learning experiences that encourage pupils to think creatively, explore and develop ideas, and try different approaches. Pupils should be encouraged to set their own questions, offer ideas, suggest solutions or explanations, and reflect on what they have heard, seen or done in order to clarify their thoughts.

· Greater independence in working, e.g. a pupil to be able to carry out their own simple musical enquiry.

· Provide opportunities within Music for pupils to develop their skills in other areas, such as intrapersonal skills (for example, opportunities to use initiative), and interpersonal skills (for example, leadership and group membership). These opportunities also relate to the key skills of working with others and improving own learning and performance.
· Concerts and performance opportunities provided throughout the year.
· Teaching musical theory. 

PSHE and Citizenship

Music contributes significantly to the teaching of personal, social, citizenship and health education. Through our curriculum children learn to work effectively with other people and build up good relationships.  Music has an important role to play in building vital interpersonal skills such as self-confidence and team work. It also plays an important part in helping children feel part of a community. Our extra-curricular ensembles regularly perform in successful public musical events, promoting a sense of community within the local area and wider networks. 

Listening, creating or performing music can sometimes be a moving an even spiritual experience.  We encourage children to reflect on the important effect that music has on people’s moods, senses and quality of life.  Children at St. Anne (Stanley) have the opportunity to encounter music from many cultures and through their growing knowledge and understanding of the music, they develop more positive attitudes towards other cultures and societies.

The Music programme of study enables children to understand that Britain’s rich cultural heritage can be further enriched by the multi-cultural British society of today.

 Assessments and recording
Assessment is an integral part of teaching and learning in St Anne’s.  Pupils are encouraged to record their work using a variety of methods and therefore communicate their findings to others. These may include individual or group performances, recordings, written or verbal reports. Examples of children’s work will be retained to provide evidence of on-going musical experiences, including photographic and video evidence of performances, presentations, visiting performers and visits to musical concerts, displays and events.
We assess children’s work in music by making informal judgements as we observe them during lessons and formally at the end of each unit. On completion of a piece of work, the teacher appraises the work and comments as necessary. At the end of a unit of work, the teacher makes a summary judgement about the work of each pupil or group in relation to the National Curriculum expectations and records the children’s results on the assessment sheet for that unit of work.  This sheet is kept in the assessment file for the Music Manager to evaluate and monitor the quality of teaching and learning. We use these results as a basis for assessing the progress of the child. A further copy of the assessment is added to the school foundation assessment database.
The Music Manager keeps recordings of children’s work in a portfolio file. These demonstrate what the expected level of achievement is in music for each age group in the school. 

Displays and celebration of learning

At St Anne’s we pride ourselves on our sense of community and make every effort to open our doors to share our learning with other members of the St Anne’s family.  Where appropriate opportunities are often planned into the end of a topic for children to share their knowledge.  This is done in many ways through either displays in classrooms, corridors or other shared areas, dramatic performances where parents and families are invited into school to watch the children, or even by podcasts via the school website.  We do not expect a dedicated display area for Music in each classroom, however a designated area for the celebration of Music is regarded as an important element of the music curriculum.

Inclusion 
During the planning and implementation of Music in St Anne (Stanley), we are aware that every child, whatever their diverse learning needs, must be given the opportunity to achieve their full potential. 

At St Anne (Stanley) we respond to the needs of children whatever their ability. We ensure that learning opportunities are provided that enable all children to make progress by setting suitable learning challenges and responding to each child’s different needs through differentiation of task, resources and outcome. Staff will plan for and utilise resources that take into account all learning styles, including visual, auditory and kinaesthetic learners. 

Careful thought will be given to the provision of appropriately structured work for children with SEN, often through intervention groups such as Music Therapy. 

All staff at St Anne (Stanley) have high expectations of each and every child but we also ensure that able, gifted and talented children have opportunities provided that develop and apply their particular capabilities.  We provide experiences that encourage all pupils to think creatively, explore and develop ideas, and try different approaches throughout all of their curriculum subjects. 

 EAL
‘Music is a universal language’. It can be a vital support to children with English as a second language. Through singing and dancing, music gives all children a real opportunity to develop language skills in a happy, fun and safe environment with their peers. Pupils in lessons are given lots of opportunity to support each other by working in smaller groups and pairs allowing our EAL pupils to interact with their classmates.  
SMSC/British values
In St Anne (Stanley) we ensure that we promote the spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development of every child.  As part of this, we actively promote the fundamental British values of:
· Democracy
· The rule of law
· Individual liberty

· Mutual respect for and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs 
SMSC plays a significant part in a child’s ability to learn and achieve. Music is an integral part of the curriculum and it therefore makes a contribution to the child’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural development.   All adults will model and promote expected behaviour during music lessons, treating everyone as a valuable individual and showing respect for children and their families. Children will understand the need for rules and the need to abide by them for the good of everyone. School and classroom rules reflect, reiterate, promote and reward acceptable behaviour and provide opportunities to celebrate children’s work and achievements in music.
Enrichment 
Music after school clubs play a very important role in supporting our curriculum. The senior school choir is a flagship for the school and often represents the school throughout the city and beyond. Clubs can be a very powerful tool to enrich the experience of school life for many pupils. 
Extra Curricular
Choir

The school provides two choirs. Year 2/3 and years 4-6. These choirs rehearse and perform regularly in and outside school throughout the school year representing the school across the city and beyond.
Cultural Drumming
Samba and African drumming club regularly rehearses and performs in school meeting once a week throughout the school year.

Trumpet club

10 places available for trumpet tuition after school on a weekly basis.

Year 6 lunchtime music theory club

For gifted and talented pupils in year six to prepare for secondary schools. (summer term only)

Music Leader should aim to bring other practitioners into school to offer extra experiences to inspire our pupils in school.
School music trips are continually reviewed and we strive to give each key stage at least one opportunity to see a concert in the city each year.
Resources
The school’s resource base contains high quality instruments including
· Samba

· African Djembe

· Percussion for each key stage (including spare equipment)

· Guitars
· 10 trumpets
· Keyboards

· Singing resources

· Internet based educational singing resources such as ‘sing up’

 A full inventory of resources is held by the Music Manager.  Resources are audited each year by the Music Manager.
Scripts, lyrics and backing tracks are continuously added.

3. Impact: what will our children look like?
In St Anne (Stanley) Music is used as a vehicle to enrich the overall experience of school life for all our pupils. This is done by developing children’s ability to access and succeed in music harnessing important social and interpersonal skills as well as becoming able young musicians. Children are taught the skills of composing, performing and analysing music. We aim to systematically teach children through a progressive scheme of work that offers a chance for all pupils to access our music curriculum. 
In St Anne (Stanley) we want our children to:

· Reach their full potential in singing.
· Become confident and critical when analysing music.

· Be able to describe music using correct vocabulary.

· speak clearly and confidently when performing.
· Develop confidence in performance.
· Be able to work collaboratively with their peers developing key social interactive skills

· Be inspired to develop a love for the subject.
