Sequence: A sequence refers to a set of related
events, movements, or items that follow each other in
a particular order.

Vehicle: A vehicle is a thing used for transporting
people or goods, especially on land, such as a car,
lorry, or cart.

The children travelled to the party in different
vehicles. Some children travelled by bus, some
travelled by car, while others travelled by train.
