You can provide your child with purposeful writing opportunities at home by supporting them to write:

· Messages to family at home
· Cards to celebrate special occasions 
· Shopping lists
· Menus for dinner
· Letters to faraway family or friends (even better if they could write back!) 

Importantly, supporting your children to become writers involves the development of many skills including fine motor skills. The development of fine motor skills supports children with pencil grip and control. You can support the development of your child’s fine motor control through for example:

· Playing with Lego
· Threading beads
· Manipulating playdough, clay etc.
· Icing cakes
