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Mathematics Home Learning
In Reception, children are introduced to the concept of zero by exploring situations where there is nothing or none. Children may initially use informal language such as “nothing there” or “all gone” to describe what they notice.
We then introduce mathematical language to support their understanding of zero, including “zero”, “none” and “empty”. Children learn that zero represents no objects and can be used as a number to describe an empty set. Through practical activities, children begin to recognise and use the numeral 0 to represent zero.

The app aims to help children build 
greater number confidence and fluency through targeted practice in engaging, one-minute 
chunks.
