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Mathematics Home Learning
In Reception, children begin exploring adding more and learning how to work out how many have been added. They practise starting with a group of objects and then adding some more, noticing that the total becomes larger. Children are encouraged to count carefully and understand that adding means putting more objects into a group. They begin to recognise that they can find out how many there are altogether by counting the starting amount and then counting on as more objects are added.
Through practical, hands-on activities, children use objects, counters, cubes, toys, and real-life situations to explore addition in meaningful ways. For example, they might start with 5 cubes and add 3 more, then count to find that there are 8 altogether. Children also learn to look closely at what has changed by comparing the starting number with the new total. This helps them to work out how many have been added. They are encouraged to use mathematical language such as add, more, altogether, total, count on, how many, first, then, and now. By exploring adding more in practical contexts, children develop confidence in understanding how numbers change when more are added.
[image: ]You can support your child at home by encouraging them to notice and talk about adding more in everyday situations. For example, you might say, “You have 4 apples and I’m giving you 2 more. How many do you have altogether now?” You could also ask them to build a tower, add some extra blocks, and work out how many blocks were added. Encourage your child to explain their thinking by asking questions such as: How many did you start with? How many are there now? Did the number get bigger or smaller? How many more were added? How do you know?

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White Rose Maths have created an app called 1-Minute Maths. The app aims to help children build 
greater number confidence and fluency through targeted practice in engaging, one-minute 
chunks.
